Caroline County.

During my entire ministry, | regularly supported Henderson Settlement, an Outreach Ministry of The
United Methodist Ctlu in Frakes, Kentuckgerved on the Board of Directors for six years,
commuting to Eastern Kentucky four to six times Bhggamgaization reaches out to the poar
homeless, plus it offers support to every age group, from newbornsrneesingpdaycare.
