The Worship Committee has come up with a new “thing” for 2020 - sharivg information
pertaiving to “Being a Methodist.” This year, T am inviting vou all +o explore vour spirituality
and reflect on why you are a member of this Church. This mouth, the topic will be the Wesley
Quadrilateral. As for the proof of justification and sawctification Wesley states that
Christiavity is an experience of holiness and happivess, the image of God impressed on a
created spirit, a fountain of peace and love sprivging up into everlasting life. Let that sivk
n.

Johm Wesley, a founder of the Methodist movement believed first and foremost that the
living core of the Cnristian faith was revealed in "scripture” as the sole foundational source.
However, doctrine had +o be v keeping with Christian orthodox "tradition”. So, tradition
became in his view the second aspect of the so-called Quadrilateral. Furthermore, Wesley
believed that faith is more thav merely an acknowledgment of ideas, and he contended that
part of the theological method would nvolve "experiential” faith. Finally, every doctrine must
be able +o be defended "rationally.” He did not divorce faith. from reason. However, tradition,
experience, and reason are subject always to scripture, which is primary.

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STRIPTURE

Seripture: Wesley insisted that scripture is the first anthority and contains the only
measure whereby all other truth is tested. T+ was delivered by authors who were
divinely inspired. Tt is a rule sufficient of itself. T+ veither needs, vor is capable of, any
further addition.

Tradition: wesley wrote that it is geverally supposed that traditional evidewce is
weakeved by lenayth of time, as i+ must necessarily pass through so many hands v a
continued succession of ages. Although other evidence is perhaps stronger, he insisted:
"Do not undervalue traditional evidence. For him i+ supplies a link thronah 1,700 years
of history with Jesus aud the apostles.

Reason: Although seripture is sufficient unto itself and is the foundation of true
religion, Wesley wrote: "Now, of what excellewt use is reasow, if we would either
understand ourselves, or explain to others, those living oracles". He states quite clearly
that without reason we cawot understand the essential truths of Scripture. With
regard to justification by faith avd sanctification Wesley said that although reason
comvot produce faith, when impartial reason speaks we can understand the new birth,
imward holiness, and outward holiness.

Experience: Apart from scripture, experience is the strongest proof of Christianity.
"What the scriptures promise, T enjoy". Again, Wesley insisted that we canmot Nave
reasonable assurance of something unless we have experienced it personally. What
Christiavity promised (covsidered as a doctrine) was accomplished in his soul. Although
traditional proof is complex, experience is simple: "Ove thing T kvow; I was blind, but
now I see."
